Course Policies
Discussion Participation
Students are expected to participate in all graded discussions. While there is great flexibility in online
courses, this is not a self-paced course. You will need to participate in discussions on at least two different
days each week, with your first post due no later than Wednesday evening, and your second and third
posts due by the end of each week.

Late Work Policy
Most assignments allow submissions up to two days after the due date for a reduced maximum score. Each
assignment has a due date listed on Canvas. Assignments that may be submitted late also have an
available until date, which is 48 hours after the initial due date. For these assignments, the following policy
applies:

Assignments submitted on the day after the due due date will be graded normally and then any points
past a 90% point total will be lost.
Assignments submitted on the second day after the due date will be graded normally and then any
points past a 75% point total will be lost.

Note that, unlike in other courses, late assignment grades will not be scaled by some factor; any points above a
threshold (90% or 75%) will simply be discarded.

Incompletes
Incomplete (I) grades will be granted only in emergency cases (usually only for a death in the family, major
illness or injury, or birth of your child), and if the student has turned in 80% of the points possible (in other words,
usually everything but the final paper).
